Some years ago the tennis player Chris Lewis was quoted in one of the newspapers
as saying that he didn’t enjoy flying. Chris is my second cousin and I guess the
three tragedies in our family have had an impact on how we feel about flying.

The first was Chris’s uncle Keith Lewis, who was a pilot in the 2" world war.
Keith was my mother’s first cousin and his youngest brother Jim was Chris’s father.

The second was my daughter Carolyn Faye Reed,
killed in a plane crash with three others on their way to a
Rotary youth leadership reunion.

Carolyn was a reporter working on the Waikato Times and the date was the 1°
September 1978. She was the Morrinsville representative. The other 3 young
people were; Joanne Stokes, TeAroha, Tim Hayes, Hamilton, and the pilot Des
Lynch, TeKuiti.

Keith Lewis

The third was Jim Lewis who was killed in the Erebus disaster, 28" November
1979.

He was aged 27.  Jim was flight steward for Air New Zealand and he was a
first cousin to Chris Lewis.

My Genealogy buddy, also from Tauhei, who travelled with me to the Hamilton
meetings in the 70s’ was also on the Erebus flight.

Her name was Hazel Harris.
